The Pre-Run 

Laager site was Paper’s extended garden outside her house. Nice and green, shady and big juicy 

mosquitos.  A big turn out with many long term hashers coming out of the woodwork and making a welcome 

return.  Numbers also swelled by the three V’s . 

 

The Run and Hares 

Hares this week were JC, Bluey, Murkury and Dr. Fucking Jekyll.  Hash Horn  was awarded to Train 

Spotter  who was invited in to do a demonstration of the calls for the benefit of the Virgins and Visitors.  He 

however fucked this up and had to repeat the whole process with the right calls. 

 

There was a rumour  going around that some of the walkers would be ferried up the hill by motorised 

transport – it transpired however that  all of the walkers would be taken up the hill in such manner.  

 

Mukury  explained that everybody would be on multi-colour paper with the walkers basically following the 

same trail as the runners  but would be doing only the latter part of it.  He also explained that there were a 

couple of dogs on the trail in close proximity to each other – one was quite friendly – the other was not,  so 

had to be avoided.

We 

lost paper for a while but managed to find it again and did a little more up and downing till we came to a 

point where we could see some runners on a concrete road below us.  However there was no paper going  

that way so started to look to the left of us and picked up the trail.  We gradually came to a point where we 

met the concrete road higher up and were pleased to see all the SCB’s including Fungus coming up to join 

us.  We followed the road for a while and then found the trail going off to the left and back up the hill again.   

 

So on we went walking/running/climbing  through knee high grass with multi-colour paper just barely visible 

until we got onto a rubber planters trail which was rather narrow and with a big drop to your right.  Following 

this trail went on for some considerable time and everybody started to get excited because it did seem we 

might actually be making some sort of descent.  However this didn’t last long and we found ourselves going 

up again and to our surprise suddenly popped out onto another concrete road.  This we followed downhill for 

a while following paper and thought this was going to be it all the way back to the Laager site – but no, we 



deviated off to the right down a dirt path/steps and eventually came to the first proverbial dog who seemed 

pleased to see us – we went past him (her) and got to the next so called ferocious dog – did the detour 

around him – but he seemed totally oblivious to us.
